From the outside it looked exactly like a Gulf GT40, however,
once on board it was very tatty, and | can understand why it got
broke before, the rebuild certainly didn't extend to the cockpit
area.

Attendance at Member Communities Activities 2017

The good news is that 2017 saw a slight increase overall in members attending Member Communities
events. Whilst some Groups are continued to experience a challenging time with the numbers attending
their events, many other Groups are seeing the number of members engaging with their activities
increasing.

Attendance at Member Communities Events 2017
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General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR)

You may or may not have heard of these new regulations that
become law on the 25" May 2018. They are having a
sweeping effect on the way organisations manage our personal
data and the impact on Boundless as a large Data Controller
has been and continues to be, very significant.

As GDPR is such a significant issue for Boundless as a whole, the Association has employed a specialist
to advise us on what we can continue to do, but probably more significantly, what we can’'t! The one
guiding principle we have had to be mindful of, is that the Member Communities are subject to exactly
the same legislation as the rest of the Association — we are one and the same organisation.

For the Member Communities, the most significant changes have affected how we keep attendance
information and also the methods we use to keep in touch with our Members.

The Attendance recording changes still allow you to collect attendee’s names if you need them for
running an event, for example for catering purposes or maybe for an ongoing competition, however, this
data must be destroyed immediately after the event unless you have specific permission from the
member to keep it. For attendance reporting, Member Communities only need the number of members
and the number of guests at the event — not the names. The simple reason for this is that GDPR now
requires the permission from every attendee for us to retain this information. Last year this would have
meant collecting nearly 18,000 permissions — a logistical nightmare | think you'll agree!

As for our keeping in touch with members. We have worked hard to create a process that allows Groups
to retain members contact details so long as they a) follow the appropriate processes, b) gain the
appropriate permissions. Data Protection guidelines have been circulated to all Groups, however if you
have any questions, please contact the Member Communities team.

Financial Guidelines

You may or may not be aware that Boundless is regulated
by the Financial Conduct Authority (FCA). As such all of
our financial management is regulated, similar to that of
any other financial organisations (banks, insurance
companies, etc.)

As with the GDPR regulations, the Member Communities

are governed by the same rules. What this means for us,

is that all our income and outgoings needs to be clearly

accounted for, which is why Groups are required to provide

returns, which are then audited by our Accounts team in

Britannia House. It doesn't need to be complex; just what Club Treasurer, Madeleine Grubb
monies are coming in and what the Group have spent.
