20th ANNIVERSARY RETRO RUN SEPTEMBER 15/16th 2018

It was in May 2018 that | finally managed to finish the rebuild of our Sprite and as a fitting birthday
present Ann and | entered this year’s Retro run which also celebrated its 20th Anniversary and it

was just a few days after my birthday!

For those of you who haven'’t taken part on the run, it's basically a nice gentle ride around the
lanes (scenic run) from a suitable hotel, visiting places of interest or beauty along the way, with
the pre-planned route contained within a road book given out the night before the start. The route
is defined by simple Tulip diagrams with mileage intervals etc between junctions as you can see
from the copy of the road book instructions below. However, you don’t need to follow the route if
you don’t want to as there is no prize for first place or anything like that.

The complication for Ann and I, is that the Sprite
doesn’t have a trip meter, but we have got quite good
at guessing the rough mileage between
junction/instructions. Oh, and there was a photographic
quiz to complete if you wanted to along the route over
both days as well.

The run was organised by the Boundless Classic Vehi-
cle Group and the 17 cars entered ranged from an
MGA to a more modern Jaguar XKR. Malcolm and
Madeleine Grubb organised this year’s run and | be-
lieve ran last year’s event as well.

This year's event was centred on the Two Bridges
Hotel, which is located very nearly in the centre of the
Dartmoor National Park. This is a new area of the UK
for Ann and I, as we normally rush past this area on the

A30, on our way down to either North Devon or Cornwall on holiday!

The Two Bridges Hotel was originally a Coaching Inn and was built in 1792 and was at that time
called the ‘Saracen’s Head', it is located where the old turnpike road crosses the river West Dart.

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Itis now called the Two Bridges because there are two bridges at the site, the first one is no longer
on the main road because of the weight restriction on it, but you can still use it to access the hotel.

Ann and | travelled down Friday afternoon, which was a mistake, because the traffic was terrible
and it took us 5 hours to get down. However, once past Exeter we took the B road, which ran
across the middle of the Dartmoor National Park all the way to the Two Bridges Hotel and we had
the road to ourselves, which was very nice, even though the speed limit is 40mph in the National
Park.

Arriving at approx. 6:30pm, we had plenty of time to get
ready for the pre-dinner drinks at 7:30, at which we got
to know our fellow entrants (mustn’t say competitors)
and | am pleased to say we weren’t the youngest for
once, with a good mix of ages present. After an excel-
lent dinner, Malcolm and Madeleine introduced the
event and handed out road books etc. and rally plates.

After a good night's

sleep and a good old

fashioned Full Eng-
lish breakfast we were all ready to depart at the leisurely time of
10am. As it was a nice warm sunny day, we set off with the hood
down ready to enjoy the next 83.5 miles on roads in and around
the National Park, before returning to the hotel later in the day.
The first section took us roughly WSW along the B3357 towards
Ashburton. Along the way we visited Combestone Tor, which is
one of the more accessible Tors only being some 70 metres
from a car park, with stunning views across the Dart Valley to
the river below.

Next, we headed off to the pretty village of Widecombe in the Moor, travelling past Venford
Reservoir. In the village we stopped for a coffee and walked around the green and into the gift
shops and National Trust Shop, whilst taking in views of the impressive church and tower.
Apparently, the village green was set aside centuries ago for archery as villagers were compelled
by royal edict to practice their bowmanship.

It was very hard in the shop not to buy anything, but the Sprite doesn’t have much boot room and
this generally keeps the temptation at bay! Then on towards Haytor, now we were getting the hang
of things and even managed to spot the next photographs having completely missed the first two!
Mind you, we had earlier on at the beginning missed one junction, but soon spotted our mistake
and we were quickly back on route.

There are over 160 Tors in Dartmoor National Park, and
Haytor is one of the most visited as it is close to the road
and the summit stands at 457m above sea level and
gives an excellent view point over Dartmoor and its’
surroundings, on a clear day as indeed it was on the
Saturday you could even see the coastline. The next
section of the route was single track with passing points
and the least adventurous were given an alternative
route to follow to avoid this section. With the Sprite so
narrow anyway, we could not resist the challenge and
emerged at the end very satisfied with ourselves.

Then we were off to Bovey Tracey, which is a beautiful market town lying on the West Teign river
and is known as “The Gateway to the Moor” and then on to Canonteign Falls which is steeped in
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silver mining history. The falls being created in 1890 by the 3rd Lady of Exmouth, who used
redundant miners to divert the water over a high outcrop of rocks, thus starting the landscape of
the estate.

Unfortunately, we never saw these magnificent falls, as earlier we had stopped at the Becky Falls
and when we returned to the car, the starter motor decided it wasn’t going to play and we ended
up having to bump start the car. However, not willing to risk another none start, we didn’t stop on
any of the remaining points of interest on the way back to the hotel. However, we did get back in
time for a delicious cream tea and guess what, when | checked the car after putting up the hood
for the night, it started first time. Cars!!!

So, after the Canonteign Falls, we missed Castle Drogo, with its
magnificent landscaped gardens by Edwin Lutyens, although the
house is also designed by Lutyens. Actually it leaks like a sieve (very
early flat roofs) and the National Trust are undertaking a major rebuild
to try and cure the problems. However, the two places | regret not
stopping for, was the Finch Foundry, which has the last working
water-powered forge in England and the Moretonhampstead Motor
Museum. The museum is home to over 130 historic vehicles, including
pre-1920s to the 1990s. Run by a local motoring enthusiastic Frank
Loft, the museum is housed in a newly refurbished bus depot in the
town. The collection is complimented by motoring artefacts and auto-
mobilia, and the viewable restoration workshop makes it more than just
a museum. We will just have to visit the museum when we are next in
the area.

The final place we past on our way back to the finish, was Postbridge, which is the site of an
ancient clapper bridge over the East Dart river, built it is believed in the 13th Century to enable
pack horses to cross the river, carrying tin to Tavistock.

Saturday night's meal was also fancy dress for those
who wished to take park, (no room in the Sprite) with
about a 50/50 split between those wearing and those
not. Some brilliant outfits were displayed, with Toad of
Toad hall taking the men’s prize and the cat from “The
cat in the hat” by Dr Seuss taking the ladies prize. As on
the Friday there was no set table arrangement, howev-
er, everyone chatted away about their day’s adventure
and after another excellent meal there was a quiz which
helped to ensure we all talked to one another!

Apparently, we weren’t the only ones with starter issues as one of the MGB’s also refused to start
at the reservoir and had to be bump started as well!

We awoke on the Sunday to find thick mist surround-
ing the hotel, a day to keep the roof up this time and
with visibility down to approx. 50 yards on the moor,
although once off the moor, it was a nice day, yes,
overcast, but nice and dry and even sunny at times.

After another good old Full English breakfast and a
team photograph in front of the hotel, we once again
set off with only 67.8 miles to complete on the
second leg and this time heading due West to Tavis-
tock and then Northwards above Launceston. First
point of interest was Brentor Church, although we
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failed to see this in the mist! The church sits on a dormant volcanic cone some 335m above sea
level and with no mist, is apparently visible from all over western Devon. But not on Sunday!

Lydford Gorge was next on the list. Although we drove past this not wishing to test the starter
motor, however, the gorge is the deepest in the South West, with a spectacular 30m water fall and
the gorge is 2.4km long with many waterfalls and whirlpools, surrounded on both sides by steep
oak-wooded forest. The gorge was followed by Lydford Castle, which today comprises of a 13th
Century Tower on a mound and was originally built as a prison.

Dingles Fairground Heritage Centre was the next point of interest on our tour and Ann just
wouldn’t let me drive past this, not with Dodgems on the to do list! Well, fortunately, the car park
was on a slope, so | parked at the top, on the understanding that if it didn’t start when we came
back, we could a least bump start it downhill. Needless to say, it started at the first attempt!

The Heritage Centre was great, with a fantastic collection
of fairground attractions, all working, and caravans and
vehicles etc. as well. There was the opportunity to test
your skills on the country’s largest dodgem track (Ann
had two goes), take a ride on a Victorian Ghost train, you
could also play on penny slot machines or just learn
about the history of the fairground. The museum was
under cover and boasts a large indoor funfair and to be
honest, we could have spent the entire day there and it's
certainly well worth a visit, if you are ever in the area.

Having finally managed to drag Ann away from the funfair, we set off back towards Tavistock,
taking in Roadford Lake and Buckland Abbey along the way. The lake is the largest body of fresh
water in the SW of England and the Abbey was founded in 1278 and remained an Abbey until the
dissolution of the Monasteries by King Henry the VIII. After conversion to a house, it is famous for
the fact that Drake stayed there for a while, but the house was passed to the National Trust in
1946.

The final destination for the day was Princetown, which is the highest village in the Dartmoor
National Park. Unfortunately, this meant that on Sunday it was covered in deep mist! Princetown
is best known as the site for Dartmoor prison and once held criminals such as the Kray brothers.

We finally arrived back at the hotel in good time
to hand in our photographic quiz answers and
pack the car ready for the return journey and the
cream tea, which was provided later that after-
noon as part of the event. Despite the weather on
the moor on the Sunday, everyone we spoke to
thoroughly enjoyed the event and Ann and | for
one are looking forward to next year's event,
although with another 5-hour journey home on
the Sunday evening, however, happily without the
mist which disappeared once we were off the
moor. Next year we are staying on an extra night,
to travel back on the Monday!

My thanks to Malcolm and Madeleine for a very well organised event, which was thoroughly
enjoyed by all.
